TRINITY PRESCHOOL

The preschool curriculum offers exposure to 
academic readiness skills in reading, writing, 
and math. In addition, activities in Bible, 
science and social studies provide students 
the opportunity to explore and learn. Each 
child’s curiosity, creativity, and self-esteem 
are enhanced in the loving atmosphere of our 
program. The group size and ratio of 
teachers to children is limited to enable 
individualized and age appropriate 
instruction.

Children interact in a variety of activities 
including Bible, phonics, hands-on math, and 
fine motor development, as well as, 
organized and free play. A literacy rich 
environment encourages future success in 
reading; likewise, active learning 
opportunities appeal to different learning 
styles. Above all children learn to respect 
God, to cooperate with others, and show 
consideration while learning to appreciate 
their unique God-given qualities. 

 
 
KINDERGARTEN 
Age 5 by September 30th

 
 

The day begins with a Bible lesson; but, 
biblical principles are integrated throughout 
the academic subjects. There is a strong 
emphasis on phonics, handwriting, and math; 
yet, character training is also one of the 
supreme goals of the day. God says, “Train 
up a child in the way he should go; and when 
he is old, he will not depart from it”.  The 
prayer is that when children are “trained” in 
kindergarten, they are building habits that will 
instill Godly character in each of them for life!
