Mission’s Pride Day Update

Below is a message from Leah Anderson Baldwin,
one of the TCA Alumni Missionaries we sponsor with
the monthly Mission’s Pride Days. It is touching to see

how God can use something as simple as the
opportunity for our students to wear blue jeans
and bless so many!

Leah writes:

“We have been so blessed this year by the school's giving. Being faith based missionaries we are always
trusting (or trying to trust) that God will meet all of our needs, especially the unexpected ones. We have
health insurance, but when Boone broke his arm in May and then needed surgery, we just had to rely on
God to help us meet our 20%. And no doubt, each time a bill came in for his ER visit or his anesthetic or
for follow up appointments and x-rays, there was usually a check from Trinity or another supporter that
met that need immediately. We almost have it all paid off and that is such a blessing to know. Also this
year, we have taken on 3 more interns at the barn, so now we are up to 5, and with the money we were able
to buy some Bible study curriculum for these kids, tickets to a Christian concert, and tickets to a Gospel
Rodeo. Huge blessings have come from that. Three of our interns have already accepted Jesus as their
Savior, are coming to our Church and now are bringing their un-churched (possibly unsaved) parents!

This past week a lady in our Church Bible study that I have been leading shared with us that her husband
hasn’t been able to find a job and they have been living on $600 a month! I know things are bad around
this area, and the country for that matter, but that hit home to me so much. They use food stamps and
Medicaid but that doesn’t help keep the lights on or fix their car when it’s broken. She is a believer and
brings her kids and nephews to our church. The rest of her family members are unsaved and she has been
such a testimony to them, that I felt like Satan was trying to break her down when three days in a row
something broke on her car, then their phone was turned off, and the lights were about to be. We prayed
about it and felt that God was leading us to encourage her to keep on believing that God will save her
husband and until that day, to keep believing that God would watch over her and her needs. We were able
to give her $200 we had from Trinity and another supporter. This is just one story of many, and we are so
grateful we get to serve here!

God is doing some big things here and we thank you, the kids, and Trinity staff for helping us be here by
supporting us financially!”

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Veterans Day Program

More than 750 of Trinity Christian Academy’s students, faculty, and staff gathered this past Friday to pay tribute to our
nation’s veterans at our fifteenth annual Veterans Day Chapel. Among our honored guests were over 65 veterans who had
served during WWII, the Korean War, the Vietnam War, the Gulf War, Desert Storm, Operation Iraqi Freedom, and
Operation Afghanistan Freedom.

Scott Lackey, TCA parent and board member, delivered the Veterans Day Address entitled Defining Moments. One of those
defining moments in Mr. Lackey’s life was his decision to join the US Army. During his eight year military career, he served in
Europe, Iraq, Saudi Arabia, and stateside and was awarded two Bronze Medals among-other awards. His inspirational message

was especially meaningful to the middle and high school students'who attended for the first time.

As the elementary choir sang the “Salute to the Armed Forces,” each of the flags of the five military branches was presented
while veterans from that branch of service stood. Another important facet of the program was the recognition of each of
Trinity’s alumni who have served or are currently serving in the military. “It’s an Honor to Serve” was superbly sung by junior
classman Hayden Nichols and dedicated to our alumni. These alumni included:

It was a special day as the veterans who attended were honored and thanked. Kindergarten students handed out gift bags and
said, “Thank you for serving our country” to each veteran. The Memorial Wreath this year was presented by the Boy Scouts of
Trinity Christian Academy to the family of Billy Neal Gaddy, great-grandfather of third grade student, Jackson Keltner. Jackson

read a report he had written called An American Hero that is included on the following page.

In another tribute, a rose was given to family members of veteran Captain Leroy Hicks, who died this past year. Capt. Hicks was
a retired Marine who had served in Vietnam. He was one of the original speakers who helped establish our observance of
Veterans Day at Trinity.

Flags were presented by Mrs. Allen to recognize three other special veterans. One was given to Scott Lackey, who had given the
Veterans Day address. A second flag was presented to Wayne Bayles, a WWII Army veteran who was part of the Europe Theatre
and was one of the original four Veterans who helped establish our Veterans Day observance here at Trinity. The third was
given in recognition of Johnny Harston, a WWII Army Veteran who was also in the European Theatre. He is the grandfather of
Kelly Shanks and the great-grandfather to Dallas, Jamie, and Anna Shanks.

The elementary choir sang God Bless America and the entire audience joined in to close the program. Many commented about
the morning program and how special it is that it is student led. We are so thankful for the teachers, staff, parents, students and
others who worked to make this day possible. Most of all we are thankful to our veterans who have given of themselves for our
freedom.

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An American Hero

My great-granddaddy, Billy Neal Gaddy, was a Corporal in the U.S.
Army from February 19®, 1951 until August 29", 1953. He was drafted
into the Army and was sent to basic training at Camp Carson, Colorado.

Soon after, he received his orders to Korea. The day before leaving for war,
he went to the Billy Graham crusade and accepted Christ.
Once he was in Korea, he was immediately sent to the battle at Heartbreak
Ridge. His unit was successful but not without cost. The 2" Division lost
3,700 men while the North Koreans and Chinese lost 25,000. This would
be Great Granddaddy’s last battle.
Great-Granddaddy was asked to direct some men to lay telephone lines and
they were soon met with flying bullets. Great-Granddaddy was hit in his left
knee. The Koreans surrounded him and drug him to a cellar. They took his
socks and boots and left him with only his field jacket and pants. During
the next several months, he was taken from village to village where he was
R badly beaten, had knives put against his throat, and pistols put to his head.
i ; =5 e The bullet was still in his knee. He was taken to three different hospitals.
“ Aﬁ e The first doctor wanted to remove his leg. Great-Granddaddy cried and told

the doctor he didn’t want to lose his leg. He thought they would kill him
anyway and wanted to save his leg. At the third hospital, the doctor was removing the bullet but his pain medicine ran out. He

screamed and cried as the doctor dug out the bullet.
Finally in August 1952, he was taken to a POW camp. When he was first captured, he weighed 185 pounds, but was only 103 pounds
when he reached the camp. At the POW camp, he was fed potatoes, vegetables, eggs, and meat. This was a real treat from his bugs, rice
and water he was served at the villages. On July 27%, 1953 the peace agreement was signed. On August 29, 1953, after being captured
for 22 months and 23 days, Billy Neal Gaddy was released.
Through all the pain and suffering, Great-Granddaddy never lost sight of God. He knew God was always with him and always had a
plan for him. Great-Granddaddy went to be with God on January 14", 2011. God used Great- Granddaddy’s life to show us His grace.
To me, he will always be my hero.
