TCA Subject Specific ACT Tutoring 

 
What:  A new opportunity for ACT prep for students with TCA teachers Judy Brown,  
Lora Seeley, and Kelly Shanks.  Each of these teachers have done extensive training and  
preparation using the ACT in their areas.  They will be offering the students the  
opportunity for regular, on-going ACT prep in the afternoons here at TCA to improve  
confidence, test taking skills, and test scores for students!
